This week:
This week in our English the children have continued their poetry focus. This week, we have analysed our poems focusing on the steps for success; lines, stanzas and change the theme. 

Can your child tell you some of the key theme words from their poem? 
As part of Maths the children have continued their unit of multiplication and division. Children have moved onto learning how to divide amounts. They know when we are dividing, we are equally sharing amounts into a certain number of groups.

We teach this using ‘sharing circles’ – please see below. 
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Can your child solve the following?

22 divided by 2 =  

30 divided by 5 = 

40 divided by 10 = 

Our topic for this half term is ‘Moon Zoom’.  In History, the children have been focusing on memories. We have had lots of opportunities to discuss and share our own special memories and experiences as a class. We used our own history and memories to create personal timelines, comparing our experiences and memories from the past to now. 

Can your child put these milestones into the correct order? – first day at school, walking, talking.

Homework

Homework will mainly be handed out on a Tuesday. On the odd occasion it may be on a different day due to timetable changes. Please return homework on a Monday. Handing it on a Monday gives you the opportunity before the weekend to ask the teacher any questions so that you are clear of how to support your child if unsure. There is a tray in each class where the homework needs to be returned. Please ask the teacher where this tray is if unsure. 

Spellings

Spellings are handed out each Thursday and your child will be tested on these spellings the following Thursday. Children will receive a list of spellings to practise each week. In addition to the spellings, children will be tested on a sentence containing the words. However, the sentence will not be sent home. This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 
Reading Diaries

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
