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Weekly Newsletter

As part of English this week we have started our new focus around poetry. 

The children have listened to a poem and then have had to perform, analyse and reorder a poem.

The children have looked at the structure and layout of the way a poem is set out, looking carefully at the verses and labelling these features found. When performing the poem, the children have created actions to help them remember the poem and express the language used. The children then performed the poem without the words visible to them. They were fantastic! The children then discussed the poem as a class, thinking about what they liked about the poem and what words they liked. Finally, when ordering the poem, the children had to read the lines given to them and re-order them in the correct sequence so that the poem made sense. 
Can your child tell you features of a poem? Can they perform the poem to you from memory? Can they tell you any key words from the poem?
In Maths this week, the children have started their new topic on shape. The children have been naming 2D and 3D shapes and looking at their properties. The children have come across specific vocabulary which they have been focusing on when describing the property of a shape:
Vertices - where two edges come together to make a point or a corner.

Edges - the sides around the EDGE of the shape.
Faces – the flat surfaces of a solid shape.

Can your child name 2D shapes? Can they name 3D shapes? 

Can they describe the properties of the shape using the vocabulary above?
The children’s topic this half term is ‘Towers, Tunnels and Turrets’. In History, we have started learning about the different parts of a castle. In our first lesson, we listened to lots of information about castles for example the first castles built were ‘Motte and Bailey’ castles and then stone castles were built because wood was not strong enough. In our second history lesson, we labelled the different parts of a castle such as a moat around the castle or a portcullis to prevent enemies from entering or leaving the castle. 
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Can your child name the different parts of a castle?

Can your child tell you what a drawbridge is for?

All Year 1 children are doing PE on Thursdays. Children need a t-shirt, shorts (for indoor PE), long trousers (for outdoor PE), trainers and a jumper in their PE bags.

Homework

Spellings

Spellings are handed out each Thursday and your child will be tested on these spellings the following Thursday. Children will receive a list of spellings to practise each week. In addition to the spellings, children will be tested on a sentence containing the words. However, the sentence will not be sent home. This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 
Reading Diaries
Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher. 
Online Safety
