This week:

As part of English this week the children have continued their poetry genre, focusing on the poem ‘I am a colossal house”. This week, the children have learnt about completing a cloze. A cloze consists of a portion of text with certain words missing. The children had to complete the cloze by adding in the missing words. Later in the week, the children looked at planning their own poem. They thought carefully of different vocabulary to include in their writing and changing the theme from a house to a castle. The children then neatly wrote their final poem up in their books. They have been so creative and remembered to use stanzas and correct punctuation! 

Can your child tell you the features of a poem? Can they perform their poem to you from memory? Can you guess the theme of their poem?

As part of Maths the children have been learning to count in 10’s forwards and backwards. The children know that when we count in 

10’s the numbers end in a 0. 

Can your child complete the counting sequences below by filling in the missing numbers? Remember to check whether the sequences are counting forwards or backwards first!

The children’s topic this half term is ‘Towers, Tunnels and Turrets’. The children thoroughly enjoyed our trip to Warwick Castle this week where they could experience a life in a castle first-hand.

We climbed up some spiral steps to get a better view of the bailey, tower and arrow loops that protected the soldiers from their enemies. We found out about the armour that was worn by soldiers and horses in battle. We also went into the grand bedrooms to see how the king and his family lived. The children loved to see the features of a castle in real life!

In addition to the spellings, children will be tested on a sentence containing the words. However, the sentence will not be sent home. This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 
Reading Diaries
Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
