As part of English this week the children have continued their new writing genre; information text. The children started the week by planning their information text by writing key bullet points for different features of a castle. They were then ready to get creative and start writing their information text over the next two lessons. 

The children remembered all of the key elements including, heading, subheading, paragraphs and technical words to do with the subject. They also remembered their capital letters, full stops and even used ambitious words!

The children’s topic this half term is ‘Towers, Tunnels and Turrets’. In our Design and Technology learning we have focused on practising our cutting; a very important skill! The children loved exploring using techniques such as ‘flange’, ‘slot’ and ‘tabs’ to prepare them for designing and creating their very own castle frontage!

This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 
Reading Diaries
Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
