This week:

As part of English the children have been planning and writing their story of Goldilocks and the Three Bears. 

We have looked carefully at planning our story making sure that we have included all of our Y2 writing features such as, suffixes, ambitious words, expanded noun phrases and subordinating and coordinating conjunctions. 

The children have worked so hard to make sure that they write in past tense and that their story is exciting. 

Can your child retell the story of Goldilocks and the Three Bears? 

Can they tell you their build up to the story? 

Can they give you examples of expanded noun phrases? 

In Maths this week the children have continued their work on number lines. The children have been working out missing numbers on a number line, trying to spot the multiples and if the pattern decreases (counting backwards) or increases (counting forwards). Sometimes the number lines have been counting off the multiple. This means it does not follow the regular pattern when counting in multiples.  For example: The number line below increases by 3 each time and this is off the multiple:

Can your child work out missing numbers on a number line?
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Can they work out if the numbers are increasing or decreasing? 

Can they work out what multiples we are counting in? 

The children’s topic this half term is ‘Memory Box’. The children have continued their science lessons by looking at food chains. The children have focused on key vocabulary to help them understand the food chain: Producer - the start of the food chain and they produce their own food. Consumer - feed on producers or other consumers to survive. They cannot make their own food. Predator - an animal that eats other animals. The children then really enjoyed creating their own food chains using pictures of different producers, consumers and predators.

Can your child tell you the meaning of each of these 3 words? 

Can they explain what a food chain is?

All Year 1 children are doing PE on Thursdays. Children need a t-shirt, shorts (for indoor PE), long trousers (for outdoor PE), trainers and a jumper in their PE bags.

Homework

Spellings

Spellings are handed out each Thursday and your child will be tested on these spellings the following Thursday. Children will receive a list of spellings to practise each week. In addition to the spellings, children will be tested on a sentence containing the words. However, the sentence will not be sent home. This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 
Reading Diaries
Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher. 
Online Safety
